Literacy 


Reading


Children take part in a guided reading session twice a week. Throughout the week children will also be heard to read individually. They will also complete comprehension activities to ensure they fully understand what they are reading and are able to answer questions using the text.


Please continue to read with your child at home each day, as a little and often practise really does help!





Writing


Children need to use capital letters and full stops correctly all the time within their writing. They will also begin to use adjectives to describe nouns in their writing. We will be writing for a variety of purposes (invitations, wanted posters, stories)


Pupils must use present and past tense mostly correctly and consistently. Please correct their speech as much as possible – If they can say it, they can write it!





Spelling – test every Friday!


Children will:


• spell many common exception words (they, because, only, many, could…)


• spell some words with contracted forms. (can’t, didn’t, hasn’t, couldn’t, it’s, I’ll…)
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Mathematics 


Children will be learning to:


Count to twenty, forwards and backwards


Count, read and write numbers to 20 in numerals and words


Identify one more or one less than given numbers


Count in multiples of twos and fives


Add and subtract one digit numbers, including zero


Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving +, - and = signs


Recognise and name 2D and 3D shapes


Describe position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three quarter turns


Lots of our maths will be taught through investigations and problem solving!








Science
